
A Snapshot of Mont Vernon 

Population ~ 2,034 people in year 2000 
Year 2010 = 2,450 (OEP projection) 

Year 2020 = 2,640 (OEP projection) 

The following data is a projection of what Mont Vernon might expect at buildout.  “Buildout” 
is a theoretical condition that exists when all available land suitable for residential and non-
residential construction has been developed. Within the set parameters, buildout represents 
the carrying capacity of an area, community, or region. By examining development require-
ments, past development patterns, and an inventory of developable space, a community can 

produce an estimate of the type and amount of future growth it can expect.

The majority of developable land in Mont Vernon is in residential zoning dis-
tricts.  A small amount of developable land is available in the Limited Commer-
cial Zoning District.  Based on the zoning allowable uses and current develop-

ment patterns, this land is projected to be developed as commercial.  As a result, 
no buildout projections have been made for industrial or office space in Mont 

Vernon.
